Install Key Hole Bracket to J-Box. Run Conductive cable through Key Hole Brack-
et and make wiring connections inside of J-Box. Key Hole Bracket can be used
for leveling by loosening/tightening screws. Use conductive Cable Collar for full
adjustment. To adjust, loosen 10-32 pan head screws to allow the Collar to move
on the Conductive Cable. Adjust to desired height and fully tighten the pan head
screws against the Collar.

Slide insulation tube (A) onto excess
cable leaving 1/2" max of cable exposed. Connect exposed cable stub to one
of the driver leads via WAGO (C) or similar electrical connector inside J-Box.
Raise the canopy assembly (GH) and cap (1), thread (I) onto gripper assem-
bly until canopy touches the ceiling. Place level on fixture and fine tune cable
height until level.
